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Adult Guidance 
Please find below the reading comprehension questions and some handy talking points for your class after the 
children have read the minibook. These are designed to be adult-led and encourage discussion either one-to-one, 
in a small group or with the whole class. 

1. How do you think Lily was feeling on her first day of school?

Answers might include: happy, excited, nervous, worried, scared. 

Discussion points:

• How did you feel on your first day of school?

• What new things do you think Lily may have seen or done on her first day?

• If you had a new child join your class, what could you do to welcome them?

2. Where did the magic book take Lily, Gaby and Sam?

Answers might include: Shine and Grime’s Enchanted Forest/The Enchanted Forest

Follow-up questions: 

• What did the forest look like?

• Who might live in an enchanted forest?

• Would you like to visit Shine and Grime’s Enchanted Forest?

3. What did Sarge tell Lily to do?

Answer: C: Rescue Prince Ash and his golden badge.

Follow-up questions: 

• How do you think Lily felt when she was told to rescue Prince Ash and his golden badge?

• Sarge turned Lily into a princess, what changed about her appearance?

• Would you like to be a prince or princess?
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4. Where does the troll live?

Answer: Under a bridge

Follow-up questions: 

• What did Sam and Lily need to work together to do?

• What did the troll look like?

• How would you feel if you met a troll?

5. Lily’s job was to read the ‘braille’ on the toadstools. What is ‘braille’?

Answers might include: Braille is a way of reading writing for the blind (or partially sighted). Letters are 
represented by raised dots.

Discussion points:

• Do you think reading braille would be easy or difficult?

• How do people read braille?

• Why do you think the clues were written in braille?
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6. Look at this picture. Can you describe what is happening?

Answers might include: Lily exchanged the flower for Prince Ash and his golden badge. Prince Ash is set 
free by the troll. 

Follow-up questions: 

• Where did they find the orange flower?

• How do you think Ash felt when he was rescued?

• How do you think Lily, Gabi and Sam felt after their adventure?
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
